Having trouble logging in? Try adding www.egovlink.com to your allowed sites.

Here’s how in Internet Explorer:
Open Internet Explorer.

Go to Tools...Internet Options. Select the Privacy tab
as shown at right.

Click on Sites.

Type egovlink.com in the top box where it says
“Address of website”

Click Allow.

You should see egovlink.com move to the “Managed
websites” box with “Always Allow.”

Click OK. Click OK again.
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To remove a site from the list of managed sites, select the name of the website
and click the Remove button.
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
